Legend suggestsit’snamed after
theancientdragon-slayingKing
Lud. Sadly, that’s not true (the bit
aboutdragons probably gave that
away). Infactitwasthe Romans,
pitchingupin AD 43 looking for
aplacetocrossthe Thames, who
decidedtoestablishafortand
town called ‘Londinium’.In2016,
archaeologistsinthe City of London
discovered the earliest record of the
capital’sRoman name, writtenona
tabletdating from AD 57.

Buthowdid theRomanscome
up withthe name? Er, nobody
knows —-accordingto Mike Paterson,
director of London Historians. But

based onthe word ‘lond’, meaning
‘wild’-whichwould havebeena
good descriptor for our (far grassier)
capital athousand-odd years ago.

Paterson addsthatwhen
the Anglo Saxonsresettled the area
near Aldwychintheearly seventh

century, they named it ‘Lundenwic’:

meant ‘London trading town’.

Style icon for 60 years and counting

SOMEONE ONCE SAID to me, ‘If you're not
good looking, you’ve got to care about your
clothes.” And as I'm not particularly good
looking, I've always cared about clothes!

Andrew Scott from top theatre actor and
terrific TV villain to global thirst trap. He tells
Andprzej Lukowski about returning to the stage.

‘I THINK IT’S important to say that the
character is called The Priest,” says Andrew
Scott. ‘Not The Hot Priest.’

The Dublin-bornactorischattingatthe
Old Victheatre, where for the next two months
he’llbeonstage as Garry Essendine, the
promiscuous light entertainer hero of Noél
Coward’s farce ‘Present Laughter’. When
Scottsigned up fortherole, the 42-year-old
was probably what you'd call abig-time cult
actor: beloved by the fans he’d won through
histerrifying performance as criminal
mastermind Moriartyinthe BBC’s ‘Sherlock’,
or perhaps hissoulful West End ‘Hamlet’,
butessentially known for playing outsiders
and oddballs. Washe atleastasgood an actor
asBenedict Cumberbatch? Absolutely. Was
hegoingtobecome the samesort of global

heartthrobashis ‘Sherlock’ cast mate?
Absolutely not.

Then The Hot Priest happened.

Seriestwo of Phoebe Waller-Bridge’s scabrous
comedy ‘Fleabag’arrived in March and featured
Scottasthe nameless Catholic priest: asweary,
funny, fox-phobic, gin-in-a-tin-swigging padre
who officiates at the wedding of Fleabag’s dad.
Bytheend ofthefirstepisode, Fleabagand her
sisterhad concurred thathe was ‘so hot’. By the
end ofthe series, gin-in-a-tin sales had spiked
by 24 percent, Google searches on ‘priest sex’
had soared and Scott had become the most
thirsted-after maninthe western hemisphere.

‘Atonetime people thought: Oh my God,
your eyesarereally scary, he says. ‘Now they’re
saying my eyes are something completely
different. And I'veremained the same!’

Ithasbeentransformative. Even out of
hiscassock, though, Scottis havinga pretty
remarkable 2019. Hisrole in ‘Present Laughter’,
which hasbeen given asmartbisexual overhaul
by director Matthew Warchus, iscementing his
status asamajor theatreleading man. He’s the star
of ‘Smithereens’, one of the three new episodes of
Charlie Brooker’s ‘Black Mirror’. And at the end of
theyearhe’llbe onthebigscreen, reunitingwith
Cumberbatchin Sam Mendes’s hotly anticipated
WWIfilm ‘1917°,onwhich heis sworntosecrecy.
(‘What canIsay?Ithinkstylisticallyit’sgoingtobe
extraordinary. It’sgot greatactorsinitand,er...”)

It’sthe kind of momentum that usually carries
anactor to partsin action movies or blockbuster
romcoms. Especially given that Scott has proven
toberemarkableinrole after role -whetherit’s
playing an out-and-out psychopath (Moriarty),
abureaucraticdipshit (Cin ‘Spectre’), arock
star (‘Birdland’) oragrieving father (‘Sea Wall’).
He’snever hammy, just somehow more alive
thananybodyelse on the screen orstage. He’s
handsome, ageless (he playsacharacteradecade
younger in ‘Smithereens’) and with ‘Fleabag’ and
‘Present Laughter’ he’sshown he can do funny
and likeable withoutsacrificing hisedge.

Buttruthtotell, Scottisapalpably reluctant
star. He’s friendly and open (uptoa point) and
speakswithout atrace of mediatraining. He also
pullsaqueasyfaceattheveryideaoftakingon
arole for career purposes only, admits thathe’d
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rathernotdointerviews (‘T'd loveto phaseitoutin
the future’) and only gets through the attention by
reminding himselfhe’sthere tosell a project.

Sohowweird was it for Scott to find himselfat
the centre of clickbait headlineslike “Why Are We
so Goddamn Horny for Fleabag’s Hot Priest?’ and
‘Fleabag’s Hot PriestIsthe Hottest Manon TV’?
‘It’sflatteringtoacertain degree,” he says. “That’s
becomethestory, butthe audienceisn’trequired
tofind the priest hot; they’re required tobelieve
that Fleabag finds the priesthot.’

Infact, while Waller-Bridge has described Scott
ashaving ‘the charismaoften peoplerolledinto
one’, Scottis convinced that fans only thought
hewasattractive because she told them he was.
‘Ifsomebody tells you: “Iwant you tolook at this
person through the female gaze and I'm going
totellyouthey’resexy”, you're going to
g0, “Oh, maybe thisguyissexy.” It’s
extraordinary. We'rejustbigchildren
whoareveryeasily manipulated.’

Inreallife Scottisagentler presence
than his characterssuggest. ‘It’s
weird when people say I'm intense,’
heshrugs. ‘Isupposeit’s because
oftherolesI've played.’ (Noshit,
er, Moriarty!) Headdresses
my queriesabout ‘Fleabag’
thoughtfully and talks
about ‘Present Laughter’
withintelligence.

How was Forky pitched to you?

‘He was pitched as nervous, so,

you know — check. [Laughs] He was
pitched as gullible to a fault—again,
check. If I’'m being honest, just the
fact that they asked me was a little
strange. Initially, | thought: Someone’s
going to wake up to the fact that
they’ve made a big mistake. Surely
they meant Tony Danza?’

Who is Forky?

‘He’s Pixar’s first homemade
character. It’s literally a spork, a pipe
cleaner, some clay, and some broken
Popsicle sticks. He comes from the
trash, but then, through this whole
journey he has with Woody, he’s
taught that he has a greater
purpose than that.

Are you expecting people to start
making their own Forkys?

‘That would be amazing. This

is getting meta, but anybody
who thinks of themselves as
trash, they should know that
they’re so much more than that.
They have so much more
purpose, so much
more beauty.’

How did you get into Forky’s nervy,
existential mindset?

‘Sadly, for most of my characters, it
doesn’t take me long [to get into that
headspace]. | don’t know what that
says about me. | will say this: I'm the
kind of guy that walks around and
says, “Whyam | here? What'’s going
on? You realise we're spinning on a
planet, right?” | appreciate that Forky
asks alot of questions.

Was it fun going from ‘Veep’to a
Pixar movie?
‘It definitely was a contrast. By the
way, | loved doing “Veep”, and we're all
such close friends. But | think we were
close off-set because, in character,
we were so abused. The purity of “Toy
Story 4” was nice, because “Veep”
was such a cesspool. The insults
alone: | was called “a bitchy
mime”. | was called “Cow Eyes”.

Do you look at forks

differently now?

‘I have a whole new relationship
with forks —forks and spoons.
Forky is the best of both

Welcome Cinema + Kitchen brings refugees and Londoners together
for an evening of movies, food and community. Phil de Semlyen digs in

IF YOUR GO-TO movie snackis a
tub of popcorn or a sack of pick 'n’
mix almost guaranteed to upset
your dentist, there’s a charity pop-
up with a delicious new slant on
the food-and-a-film combo to get
your teeth into. Welcome Cinema +
Kitchen, running since 2016 with
support from Help Refugees UK,
is the brainchild of four friends:
Advia Ahmed, Claire Wilson,
Maggie Hibberd and Tommy Fitzer.
Its premise is simple and sincere:
to bring together Londoners and
refugees for tasty food and crowd-
pleasing movies.

Beingamajor fan ofboth of those
things, I pop down to its monthly
home, Amnesty International’s
Shoreditch HQ, forascreening of
‘Star Wars’ spin-off ‘Rogue One’.
When the Death Star plans have
beensafelystolen and the sun has

IT’"S THE EYES that get you in Ivanno Jeremiah’s
performance as an Eritrean refugee, Haile. They
are haunted by the trials he’s endured escaping
his homeland, before finding himselfin a grey cell
in a UK detention centre. Enter Lena Headey’s
bureaucrat Wendy, who's keen to hit her targets.
The plot cuts back and forth between the
clinical interrogation and the hardships of Haile’s
journey. Despite everything Haile has endured,
he still shows Wendy compassion. She’s more
interested in trying to win back custody of her
daughter while swigging white-label vodka from
awater bottle.
Helen Kingston'’s script is based on accounts
collected by director Anthony Woodley during
his time volunteering in the Calais Jungle.
No doubt that experience led to the film’s sense
of authenticity, right down to its gallows jokes.
‘Do you know what they call those who get
across first time?’ Haile asks. ‘Bastards.’
He’s lost everything except his sense of humour.
‘The Flood’ is an understated, lean film,
shorn of flashy camerawork or narrative
pyrotechnics. Nothing is over-polished or
glossed-up. Instead, there’s a searing emotional
reality in evidence, not just from Haile, but from
Mandip Gill (‘Doctor Who') as a fellow refugee,
Reema. As we come back to those haunted eyes,
we're given a sharp reminder that the refugee
crisis is far from over. Thousands of Hailes lose
their lives fleeing persecution every
day. mJoseph Walsh

WE’VE HAD SUPERHERO comedies, romcoms
and westerns, so it was only a matter of time
before we got a horror. This low-budget effort
leans heavily on jump scares and creeps before
engaging with its premise, but when it does, it’'s
as chilling as Superman’s freezing breath.

Tori (Elizabeth Banks) and Kyle Breyer (David
Denman) are a young married couple struggling
to conceive when an apparent meteor strike
delivers them a baby boy. They raise the alien as
their own, but when Brandon (Jackson A Dunn)
turns 12 he starts exhibiting odd behaviour:
superior strength, violent tendencies and
sleepwalking. Soon the tween villain is making
a chilling pass at a classmate and acting out
violently when she recoils.

Dunn’s fixed stare and quietude give Brandon
a deeply unsettling edge, though the storytelling
is unclear on whether he is always a dissembling
sociopath or if the Breyers’ good son is
effectively erased when his powers come to life.
There’s none of the ethical wrestling over the use
of his powers that made ‘Chronicle’ such a joy;
justa near-immediate escalation to stalker-killer
in a series of remarkably gory scenes.

Despite a brisk runtime, the build-up is
sluggish. Things do fire up in the last act, as
Brandon gives into his instincts and we get
to see what a Man of Steel would do if he was
unrestrained by a devotion to truth, justice
and the American way.

OFTEN AN EARNEST on-screen presence, Ethan
Hawke hits the movie helium in a big way in this
loose-limbed and offbeat heist movie. It’'s all
based on an unlikely true story. Back in 1973,
criminal Jan-Erik Olsson strolled into Stockholm’s
huge Kreditbanken, sporting a dodgy disguise and
a US accent, and stuck the place up, taking three
hostages. Clad mainly in leather (he dresses like
aman who’s watched ‘Easy Rider’ once too often)
and wired on pills, Olsson is a gift for Hawke. He
has a blast retracing his steps as a siege unfolds,
filled with odd twists and unexpected humour.
‘The Captor’ was originally named ‘Stockholm’
—the syndrome got its name from the heist—and
any dramatic grist here comes from Olsson’s
blossoming chemistry with one of his hostages,
bank clerk Bianca (Noomi Rapace). In truth,
there’s little drama and tension, despite the
engaging Rapace’s best efforts — the characters
feel too thinly fleshed out for that. Director
Robert Budreau is happy to sit back and let
Hawke and Mark Strong, his newly sprung
partner-in-crime, bring hammy energy and gentle
counter-culture vibes to the absurdist scenario.
‘Dog Day Afternoon’ is an obvious touchpoint
here, but the power of Sidney Lumet’s classic
comes from its emotional sincerity and ‘The
Captor’ doesn’t begin to tie you up with its
characters in the same way. Still, it’s fun watching
Hawke’s oddball robber socking it to The Man in
a wig and stick-on handlebars.

The family are opportunists: few of them have
any real love for Hitler, but he is on the up and
they are business people first and foremost.
Their belief that they can hitch their wagon to the
madness of the Nazis and come out intact is pure
arrogance —as we see over a queasy, two-hour
drama in which the faults within the Essenbeck
clan are ripped open by the extremity and
lawlessness of the Nazi regime.

It’s an epic rendering of physical and moral
breakdown blessed with a stunning central video
sequence (designed by Tal Yarden) in which
what looks like a live relay of the action on stage
gradually degenerates into a hallucinogenic film
of a homoerotic massacre of the SA, still trippily
intersecting with the live action.

Be warned: there is absolutely no catharsis
orjoy here. It begins in twilight and ends in total
darkness. It's not a happy experience, butitis a

THERE’S AN INVISIBLE crush of dancing,
surging people filling Theatre 503’s small stage,
surrounding the three women who perform
Yasmin Joseph'’s debut play. She makes Notting
Hill Carnival feel real, and rests all its tensions on
the shoulders of these female friends.

Nadine wants to be the face of Carnival, the
first dark-skinned woman to win that honour in
years. Played by Sharla Smith, she’s decked
outin sequins and feathers —and a dusting of
church-girl wholesomeness she’s doing her best
to shake off. Her less naive friend Jade (Sapphire
Joy) defends her from the men who hit on her,
getting called a ‘bitch’ for her justified cynicism.
But Nadine knows that she’s losing Jade to Nisha
(Annice Boparai), an activist who's using Carnival
as a platform to slam gentrification.

Joseph’s play mixes perceptive social
commentary with vivid insights into Carnival’s
transformative magic. In Rebekah Murrell’s fluid
production, its three performers also become
the genial old crocks who man a merch stand, or
pursed-lipped white local residents who draw their
curtains against the outbreak of colour and soca,
or posturing young guys who act as tough as their
egos are fragile.'J’Ouvert’ is set during a single
afternoon, and that lets it take huge ideas, line
them up and make them jostle together, moving
in time with Carnival’s crowds. m Alice Saville

VERY SMART ROBOTS are probably going to
take over the world, and much-loved lo-fi theatre
troupe Little Bulb are doing their darnedest

to make sure we're all prepared. So they’ve
interviewed Al experts and mashed the results
into a goofy 90 minutes of science and space rock.

The four-strong cast come in the guise of three
boffins in tinfoil pixie hats and a smarmy Aussie
presenter who's persuaded them to share their
wisdom in the form of a flashy TED talk-style
presentation. Soon this framing device gets
dismantled: are these scientists for real? Or are
they in the pocket of Big Android?

Sometimes, it feels like the latter. The profs
make the case for Al as a natural consequence of
humans’ insatiable curiosity about the world, and
a strike for progress. But worrying philosophical
questions dangle: can Al make a mess so big that
only Al can get us out of it? Do robots have rights?

Melodramatic B-movie-style scenes send up
the more dystopian possible consequences of
robo-rule. But there’s little real critique of the
structural or social problems Al could cause:
probably because the scientists they interviewed
are broadly in favour of their android protégés.

This show is light on the whimsical, prop-heavy
mayhem that Little Bulb are so good at. But its
squelchy guitar songs and daffy sketches make
it a refreshingly accessible intro to a future we
can’t afford to look away from. B Alice Saville

GENDER IDENTITY HAS only recently become a
hot topic in mainstream society. | know, it’s hard to
imagine what the tabloids wrote about before they
could announce that gender-neutral toilets would
be the downfall of humanity.

Butin art, the fluidity of gender has been a
subject for centuries. From Jusepe de Ribera to
Claude Cahun, art has almost always been a fertile
place for radical gender thinking, and this show
traces the last 50 years of it, featuring a wide array
of largely non-binary artists.

It's an exhibition filled with photography. There’s
Lyle Ashton Harris dressed as Billie Holiday, Peter
Hujar’s candid, deeply moving images of New York
drag performers, the powerful, alien goddess-like

imagery of Juliana Huxtable (above). The camera

is used in some of these works in its traditional

role as adocumenter, butit’'s alsousedas a

tool of transformation. In the hands of Huxtable

or planningtorock, the camera is a means of
representing their true selves, or of creating a world
shaped intheir own image. The only problem is that
once you get to the second room, the images are
presented so boringly that you lose interest, and
maybe even realise that photography is the least
interesting thing here.

Much better is the video installation of drag artist
Victoria Sin performing Cantonese songs projected
on shimmering white sheets, or Hunter Reynolds’s
spinning ‘Memorial Dress’ emblazoned with the

78

names of countless Aids victims.

Upstairs is where it really gets good. There are
Kent Monkman'’s supernatural spirit paintings,
Flo Brooks’s fantastic canvases that use cleaning
products and changing rooms as metaphors for
how society views gender, and Jes Fan’s gloopy,
bodily glass sculptures inspired by the scientific
production of testosterone and oestrogen.

This massive exhibition of art that takes a radical 3

look at gender moves us ever closerto being able
to delete the word ‘radical’. ‘Kiss My Genders’
pushes society towards accepting a more fluid
approach to gender identity: it demystifies itand
normalises it. If art can knock bigotry down a few
pegs, it's doing something right.

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Francis Bacon: ‘Couplings’
Kk

YOU CAN’T IMAGINE that having sex with
Francis Bacon was very pleasant. And if this
jaw-dropping little collection of paintings of male
bodies pre-, during and post-intimacy is anything
to go by, it definitely wasn’t gentle.

The figures Bacon depicts in these works
are writhing fleshy masses, their teeth bared,
muscles taught. The men here are paralysed
inwrestling holds, caught between violent pain
and physical ecstasy. Their ‘coupling’, Bacon’s
word, doesn’t happen anywhere romantic, but
on hospital and prison beds, single light bulbs
dangling overhead, white stains streaked across
the ground. The works with single figures show
them balled up on a couch, walking facelessly in a
suit, leftin a puddle of sweat on the floor.

These are violent, aggressive works; they
present love as a boxing match, sexas war. It's
not pleasant, but itis utterly, totally brilliant.
Bacon could convey so much tension, so much
physicality. He's such an obscenely visceral
painter. You can almost feel the bruises, smell the
sweat, sense the heady mixture of fear and desire.

This is Bacon at his mostillicit, and this is him
at his best. m Eddy Frankel

A HIP COMBO of Taiwanese street
food restaurant and cocktail bar,
Bao & Bing — from the former CEO of
dim sum chain Ping Pong — serves
those fluffy little bao buns you've all
heard of and plenty of other dishes
you probably haven’t. The look
mixes exposed bricks with antique
furniture, while satirical cartoons
hang alongside old Vogue Taiwan
covers on the wall. Downstairs
feels more like the backstreets of
Taipei, with neon signs and a louche
teahouse-style room for private hire.
Kick off with bao. The five-spiced
beefversion was a little heavy on
the mayo, but the panko shrimp bao
had a satisfying crunch between
fluffy white buns. As for the ‘bing’
inthe name, dan bing is a kind of
Taiwanese breakfast burrito, with
crunchy cabbage and spring onions
wrapped in a pancake. Vegan and
veggie options are limited, but the
spicy barbecue corn was a highlight.
Desserts were creative and fun.

Turns out peanuts, coriander
andvanillaice cream really do
go together, as demonstrated by
the popiah pancake roll. Get the
12-layered pineapple bing cake
if you've got hungry friends, oran
on-trend wheelcake. It looks like
a big English muffin, has a texture
between a waffle and a thick
pancake, and oozes custardy filling.
Mixed drinks are another draw.
Purists may be alarmed by Yakult

cocktails, but the probiotic drink
is incredibly popular in Taiwan and
it was delicious muddled together
with a shot of potent Korean soju.

Probably. Smart Italian spot Locanda Locatelli, which
opened back in 2002, is named for its celeb chef

one: it has its own street entrance and is always busy,
the tables taken by a well-dressed crowd. There are
dark wood floors, but the tablecloths, tan leather seats
and fabric-covered walls (really) dampen any noise:
less clatter, more chatter. And it’s surprisingly accessible.

Meaning?

This is a place where, when we asked the adorable staff
how much to order, reassured us, “There’s no tasting
menu. Have as much or as little as you like. Have just a
plate of pasta if you want.’ Pasta mains start at £17.50,
wine kicks off at £28.50 a bottle, the huge bread basket
is free, so are the exceptionally good petits fours. You
can obviously spend a lot more — it’s a Michelin-starred
restaurant, after all — but the point is, you don’t have to.

Butwhatif | don’t like pasta?

Then you're in the wrong spot. Other dishes are decent
(we had a memorable salad of samphire with breaded
slices of calf’s foot on a recent visit), but the pasta is
the star attraction.
